William Cassidi C. of E. School: Autumn Term 2 Class 4 2020 

A brief outline of our work this half-term. 
	English: This half term, the children will continue to develop their reading and writing skills. We will be reading a range of texts including poetry, fiction and non-fiction.

	Mathematics: In maths this half term, we will be focusing on multiplication and division. Children will continue to practice mental strategies, reinforced through weekly mental maths tests and times tables tests. Children will also work on solving word problems. Times tables should be practiced regularly at home to support learning in school. 

	Science: We will be beginning our ‘Electricity’ science topic. Within this half term, children will think about existing appliances that we use every day. Children will design their own appliance, construct circuits, as well as finding out about conductors and insulators of electricity. 

	I.C.T: This half term, our ICT topic is coding. Children will learn how to programme instructions so that an app will perform the tasks set. Children will be able to programme their own mini game as well as evaluating and ‘debugging’ their programmes. 

	R.E:  In R.E, we will be looking at incarnation and thinking about Jesus as ‘The Light of the World’. The children will learn about times when Jesus brought/brings ‘light’ into people’s lives, considering how their own actions can have a positive impact on their friends, family, community and the world. 

	Topic: We will be learning about the rainforests which is our Geography topic for this half term. We will learn about their location, the layers, animals and plants, tribes living in the rainforests as well as considering how and why we can save the rainforests.

	D.T/Art: This half term, we will continue our cross-curricular links with topic. We will be producing pictures of rainforest animals and using our circuits to create an electrical model.

	Music: Children will continue to have singing lessons with the professional guidance of TVMS. We will also develop performance skills through our KS2 online nativity production. 

	P.E: The children will be developing the skills required to play invasions games. We will be focusing on the skills required in hockey as well as playing games suggested by the children. When weather prevents outdoor PE, we will be looking at how we can keep our bodies helpful. 

	French: Children will again have the benefit of an external teacher to develop their skills in both speaking and writing French.
