Attendance and Punctuality:

As you will be aware the government requires schools to monitor all children whose attendance falls below 90% during the school year as these children are classified as Persistent Absentees. As such parents are required to provide evidence of all medical appointments when children are brought into school late or are collected early. We would remind parents that we are able to administer prescribed medication on completion of an ‘Administration of Medication’ form.

School Meals:

The cost of school meals is rising to £2.20 per day or £11.00 per week from Monday, 25th April 2022.

Ear Rings:

We would politely request that parents refrain from having their children’s ears pierced until the beginning of the Summer holidays. Children are not permitted to wear jewellery (with the exception of a watch) at school for health and safety reasons and watches must be removed for all P.E. sessions. Should a child have their ears pierced they will be unable to participate in P.E., some clubs and outdoor activities including play and lunchtimes. By having ears pierced at the beginning of the holidays there will be adequate time for the ears to heal and allow the ear rings to be removed for September.
